Running in your new speakers
The speakers need a 10 hour burn-in

period for the sound to be correct. You
don’t need to do anything special while

the speakers are running in.

Speaker placement is important
for the sound

You will get the best sound when
your speakers are placed
according to a few simple
guidelines.

Your speakers will operate if it’s
not possible to follow these
guidelines but it’s important for
us to mention that speaker
placement is important for sound
quality. Follow these guidelines
as much as you can.

1. Place the speakers with a
distance of 2-2.5 meters
between them. This gives a
big sound that doesn’t
have a ’hole in the middle’
or a sound like a mono
speaker

2. Place the speakers at ear
level. Think about whether
you prefer to listen sitting
or standing and place the
speakers at ear height
according to your listening
preferences

Place the speaker with a minimum
distance of 5 cm between the back of
the speaker and the wall behind it.
This is due to the speaker’s bass re-
flex.

If you place the speaker on a shelf sur-
rounded by books (or similar) make Signature
sure that the back of the speaker is
accesible from ex. above the speaker,
via the sides or the back.

These four holes are for the W.5
bracket if you want to hang the spea- ——"_
ker on the wall.

Place the silicone feet on the wall
brackets between the wall and the
speaker.

Connect the speaker cables before ¥
hanging the speakers.

Hang the speaker on the wall using
screws that are suitable for the mate-
rial of the wall (not included).

If the speaker is to hang higher than 2
meters above the floor it will benefit
from being angled towards the liste-
ning area. Mount the the W.5 bracket
to make this possible (not included)

Signature 6 can be placed horizontally
if you wish.

A front grille is included to suit that
position.

Place the silicone feet on the wall
brackets between the wall and the
speaker.

Hang the speaker on the wall using
screws that are suitable for the mate-
rial of the wall (not included).

Use the metal stand for Signature 10
when it’s placed on a shelf.

Use the large adhesive pad under the
stand to protect the surface from scrat-
ches. Use the small adhesive pads bet-
ween the stand and the speaker. Mount
the stand with four screws (included).

Signature 10 hangs vertically on the
wall when used as a front speaker.

A front grille is included to fit this posi-
tion.

If the speaker hangs higher than 2 me-
ters above the floor the sound will be-
nefit from pointing the speaker towards
the listening area. The W.5 bracket
make this possible (not included)
